	· £6909 in bank after paying for Crumbles, trips, Mothers/Fathers Day, Safeguarding, Storytelling, etc.  
· There are nearly £2000 in outstanding payment requests.  Emma confirmed that cameras and DT equipment is no longer required (money to be takend off ‘owed’ list).  Hoody money needs to be confirmed with Mrs Rawnson.  
· Prayer Garden—there have been two requests for money but it is unclear if this is two separate requests or for the same thing.  Lizzie to email Mrs Tucker for clarification.
· The Protheroe’s have indicated that a further donation of £3000 is to follow.  Use the total £5000 to go towards an outdoor classroom?  Use Tesco token application to support the additional costs.  
· £180 from the cake stall at Figsbury is unaccounted for.  Will check with Sarah Hyde as parent says it was put in her office.  
· Emma has asked the staff to put forward a list of items to be funded for next year.  Emma will then meet with Philippa to prioritise the items and submit to FOWES.  This will give an idea of funding targets next year and will allow events to be targeted for specific items (roll over will go to the next items on the list).  We could make use of the fundraising thermometer outside of the Y3/Y4 classrooms to indicate how much is needed to meet goals and what that means.
